Workshop details
The first part of the programme will focus on the development of the selected projects. Working under the guidance of experienced tutors in small groups, the projects' potential will be unfolded, and a strategy for further work will be completed. Included in this session are also general sessions on strategies for cross-platform distribution, fan based micro-financing and campaign building.

During the interim period filmmakers complete the first stages of filming and edit short parts of the actual film and a trailer. The workshop tutors will follow this process and provide a mid term feedback on project developments and rough-cuts, on all of the participating projects.

The second part of the programme will be centred on project presentation in preparation for the follow days' individual meetings with invited co-production partners and potential financiers. Participants will have the opportunity to present their film to 12-15 commissioning editors, funds and potential financiers.

How to submit a project
New Platforms, New Politics is open for all European producers and filmmakers and can include up to 10 projects. Priority will be given to entrants with a cross media approach. We prefer submissions with already roughly edited material or research footage of three to four minutes. 

In addition to submitting this visual material you have to send a two-page presentation including: 
- Synopsis & treatment
- Format(s), length & production plan 
- Strategy for cross media implementation
- Budget sum & financing plan
- CV and contact details of the production team.

Expenses for travel, accommodation and lunches are covered by the participants.

Scholarships of 1100 euros will be offered to four participants to cover further travel expenses.
