6TH CROSSROADS, CO-PRODUCTION FORUM CALL FOR ENTRIES

Celebrating its 6th edition the CROSSROADS Co-production Forum is announcing its Call for Entries for its next event, taking place during the celebratory 51st Thessaloniki International Film Festival in November 2010.

CROSSROADS’ goal is to support the producers of feature-length fiction film projects that share a link with the Mediterranean and Balkan regions. Qualifying features will be produced or co-produced by a country in this area or will contain story elements based in this region. Mediterranean and Balkan producers with a feature film script are given the chance to meet a new network of financiers, co-producers and leading industry specialists. The programme is varied and provides the opportunity to meet, formally and informally, distributors, broadcasters, sales agents and consultants. 

In its five previous editions, CROSSROADS included projects by filmmakers such as Raoul Ruiz, Amos Gitai, Atiq Rahimi, Yesim Ustaoglu, Constantine Giannaris, Athina Rachel Tsangari, Alexis Alexiou, Iglika Triffonova, Semih Kaplanoglu, Dover Kosashvili, Annemarie Jacir, Radu Jude and Kazim Öz among others.

And invited industry experts such as Peter Garde from Zentropa Production, Michel Reilhac from ARTE, Jane Wright from BBC Films, Meinolf Zurhorst from ZDF, Olaf Aichinger from Bavaria Film International, Stephen Kelliher from Bankside Films, Matthew Baker from Hanway Films, David Atlan Jackson from Backup Films, Peter Carlton from Warp Films and many more. 

In 2006, CROSSROADS introduced the Crossroads Award, which is accompanied by an amount of maximum €10.000.
Completed films or film projects that are under way such as Zion and his Brother by Eran Merav, Evil by Yorgos Noussias, Disengagement by Amos Gitai, Süt by Semih Kaplanoglu, Pandora’s Box by Yesim Ustaoglu, Mission London by Dimitar Mitovski, Black Field by Vardis Marinakis and The Last of the Storytellers by Chadi Zeneddine, which will be Disney’s first feature in Arabic, have participated in CROSSROADS.

Ajami by Scandar Copti, Yaron Shani was first screened in Cannes -Director’s Fortnight 2009 and then went on to win the Golden Alexander in Thessaloniki and was nominated for an Academy Award for Best Foreign Film.
