Out of a record number of applications coming from 27 countries all over Europe, we are 
pleased to announce the participants for the EAVE 2007 training programme. 54 producers 
from 22 European countries have finally been selected for the EAVE 2007 workshops! Out of the 
selected producers, 30 are bringing a project with them (26 feature films & 4 documentaries). 
 

The 2007 cycle will start off in Luxembourg (L) from March 16-23 with workshop 1 (partner: Film 
Fund Luxembourg). Workshop 2 will take place in Berlin-Brandenburg (D) from June 24-July 2 in 
partnership with Medienboard Berlin-Brandenburg, MDM and Filmförderung Hamburg, and the 3rd and 
final workshop will be organised in Prague (CZ) from November 19-26 with support of the Czech 
Ministry of Culture.
