B2B Belgrade Industry Meetings focus on cinematography of the “Europe out of
Europe”. Feature film projects in development can be submitted to B2B from countries
with the origin geographically in Europe, but still not enough intensely included in European
integrative currents, and also from countries outside Europe with strong European influence
and heritage: Albania, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia,
Georgia, Israel, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Macedonia, Moldova, Montenegro, Serbia, Russia,
Tajikistan, Turkey, Turkmenistan, Ukraine and Uzbekistan.

During one weekend, B2B becomes a gathering place for directors, producers, financiers,
exhibitors, distributors, representatives of film institutions from the above mentioned
countries, together with representatives of film funds and production companies from
Western Europe. The pre-arranged one-to-one meetings between the producers of
selected projects and potential co-producers and financiers are scheduled.

In 2007, 12 projects coming from 20 countries were presented during the pitching session,
in three sections: East-European, Euro-Asian and Balkan countries. Award of 7.000 Euro
was given to the best project from each section.
